It is assumed by
the Editor and his committee that articles are submitted
withtheapproval of all co-authorsinvolved.The opinions
expressed in any paper are those of the authors and the
Editorial Committee does not necessarily agree with
them, nor are they unless explicitly stated the official
views of the Singapore Obstetrical and Gynaecological
Society.

If
significant changes are necessary they will be shown

to the authors before publication. To avoid delays,
the authors are advised to pay close attention to the
following requirements. Articles that do not follow the
Journal instructions, particularly in matters relating
to references, including their accuracy, will have to be
returned unviewed and cannot be considered until the
necessary changes have been made.
